
Sri Lanka is an island nation just 
o!  the southern tip of  India. The 
Church of  God Sri Lanka (COGSL) 
was established in this country in 
1989. Since then, the Church of  God 
has grown to twenty-eight pastors 
serving across the island in very 
di"cult ministry locations. Sri Lanka 
is primarily a Buddhist nation, with 
only one percent of  its population 
identifying as Christian. These 
believers are often discriminated 
against and persecuted for their 
faithfulness to Jesus Christ, the 
Living God.

As Church of  God Global Strategy 
representatives, we have partnered 
with the Church of  God in Sri Lanka 
to invite Christians Broadcasting 

Hope (CBH) to come alongside 
the incredible ongoing ministry 
initiatives already in place. We 
believe this partnership with CBH 
will provide a much-needed national 
communications channel to the 
island’s 22 million people.

The addition of  Sri Lanka to CBH’s 
already strong presence in Southeast 
Asia will add a new dimension to its 
list of  language broadcasts. The island 
has two primary languages, either of  
which would expand CBH’s outreach. 
Tamil is spoken by over 75 million 
people, mostly in Sri Lanka and 
southern India. Sinhala, the second 
language, is the national language 
of  Sri Lanka. This partnership with 
COGSL has the potential to reach 

people who do not have access to a 
church, as well as those who might 
never otherwise receive the Gospel 
message.

Many listeners say they receive spiri-
tual nourishment through the pro-
grams that bring healing to both body 
and spirit. Some have testi"ed that 
they have been deeply touched by the 
sound theological teaching, and their 
lives have changed as they now live for 
Jesus Christ.

broadcast on the radio. Many of  these 
messages have been replicated in local 
churches, and some Christian com-
munities have used our radio material 
to develop sermon series and Bible 
studies, which in turn have provided 
spiritual support and reached other 
churches throughout Brazil.

We praise God for CBH and pray that 
the Lord will continue to use this 
ministry as an inspiration to Christian 
communicators and radio ministries 
around the world.
